Clean-Up Volunteer Rules To Follow
Please Read And Review The Following Safety Points And Procedures
1. The team captain / leader  is in charge and responsible for your safety as well as what you are working on during the river clean up
2. Do not leave your work team – stay with them and your team during the entire length of the project from drop-off to pick up
3. Never work alone – you will be paired up – stay with your partner
4. Keep within sight and ear shot of your work party

5. Always wear work gloves, shoes, and protective clothing

6. Know who the first aid person in your crew is and where the kit is

7. Be careful handling broken glass, sharp objects, aerosol cans, and containers that may chemicals or chemical residue – When In Doubt – DON’T PICK IT UP !

8. Watch for sharp objects submerged in the streambed and on the banks or nails in old planks or logs

9. Do not put yourself in danger. The riverbed can be very slippery and uneven, sometimes at unpredictable places and times. Move slowly.

10. Watch out for snakes, wasps, and hornets in debris piles and other vegetated areas

11. Watch out for poison ivy  – if you don’t know what it looks like – ask

12. Do not disturb any large drum like containers – report these finds to the team captain / leader
13. Use common sense about lifting heavy objects – get help

14. Don’t try to remove objects that cannot be removed safely

15. Stay clear of all and any animals in the area including dogs

16. Report all and any injuries or accidents to the team captain and first aid person

17. Be aware of the river flow – fast moving water is dangerous

18. Do not wade out into any water over your knees

19. If it has just rained be careful of water flow also

20. Consider landowners rights. We have permission of landowners to cross private property in most sections – your team captain will keep you informed as you make your way along the water trail.

Remember that our water trail  clean-up is also going to benefit the water trail and leave it in a healthy natural state. It is not just to make it nicer for the people using the water trail.
